• Computer/access to technology needed for the project 
• College recommendation letter and/or work reference

PROJECT REQUIREMENTS  

• Attend at least three in-person creative meetings, which will take place in TOPEKA. At 
these meetings all members of the writing team will meet with community members to 
gather living resources/stories/ideas for the project.  

• We will have ZOOM meetings with the national team as needed and with respect to 
everyone’s time.  

• Professionalism: Do what you say you’re going to do, when you say you’re going to do it.  
• Attend editing sessions, workshops, and rehearsals. (All rehearsals will take place in 

TOPEKA. Workshops will possibly be held in Topeka and/or digitally.)  
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
